Reduce Pollution where ever possible. 
The boats will be going back into the water very 
soon. Listed below are a few ideas for making 
your own environmentally friendly cleaners. 
 

All Purpose Cleanser - Mix 30 ml of baking soda 
or borax, 30 ml of tea tree essential oil, 125 ml of 
vinegar, 15 ml of biodegradable dish soap and 2 
litres of hot water.  Spray on surfaces to be 
cleaned. 
Chromium - Rub with baking soda.  Rinse and 
polish with vinegar in hot water. 
Deck and Floor - Pour 250 ml of vinegar in 2 li-
tres of water. 
Drain - Pour 60 ml of baking soda in the drain, fol-
lowed by 60 ml of vinegar.  Let it rest for 15 min-
utes.  Then pour in a full kettle of boiling water. 
Mould - Add 60 ml of borax and 30 ml of vinegar 
to 500 ml of hot water.  Spray the mixture to elimi-
nate germs. 
Toilet - Pour 125 ml of baking soda and 125 ml of 
vinegar into the toilet bowl.  The foaming reaction 
cleans and deodorizes.  Brush and flush. 
Window and Mirror - Mix 2 ml of liquid soap, 45 
ml of vinegar and 500 ml of water in a spray bot-
tle.  Use a cotton rag to clean and shine. 
 Wood  (Polish) - Mix 30 ml of edible linseed oil, 
30 ml of vinegar and 60 ml of lemon juice in a 
glass pitcher.  Rub the solution into the wood with 
a soft rag until it is clean.  To store the solution, 
add a few drops of vitamin E from a capsule and 
cover. 
 Please try your best to be environment friendly 
when preparing your vessel for the summer 
months ahead.

Sticky Stuff 
At one time or another most boaters have used a wonderful series of products under clever names 
like 4200 and 5200 to seal things to keep the water out or to stick things together, or both.  And per-
haps a few of us have inadvertently used them to convert that special Fatherôs Day shirt to part of 
our ñworking on the boatò outfit. 
The other day I was helping install a new pedestal on CHUMU and we debated the wisdom of set-
ting the unit in with 4200 since, while the temperature was above the required 4 degrees C to apply, 
it wasnôt going to hold overnight for sure.  So I called The Minnesota Mining and Manufacturing 
Company (you might know them as 3M) and spoke to a delightful woman named Katy in their cus-
tomer service department.  3M is a huge company and it was pleasing to get to a real and helpful 
person almost instantly when I called. 
My new best friend Katy told me that the 3M line of marine sealants can be applied between 4 and 
38 degrees C and that the only downside of a subsequent drop in temperature will be a lengthening 
of the total cure time, i.e. if the cure time is 48 hours, and you get 12 hours a day above 4 degrees 
C then the product will cure in four days rather than two. 
So now you need a new excuse not to get that job started!

Peaches and PHRF Regatta 
We will be holding a new Peaches and PHRF Regatta Aug 28 and 29.  This Regatta has the sup-
port of the Golden Horseshoe Yacht Racing Association (GHYRA) and will be featured as the fi-
nale in the GHYRA Racing Series.  We are still looking for volunteers to help out with the organi-
zation and day-of festivities.  If you donôt mind helping out a little in order to enjoy the after-party, 
then please send me an email at FPYC.Racing@gmail.com and let me know.

GHYRA Racing 
As mentioned, GHYRA has included the Peaches and PHRF as their finale race in their racing 
series.  For those who arenôt familiar with GHYRA, it a collection of racers from yacht clubs within 
the Golden Horseshoe who race the various regattas in the area.  In addition to being scored in 
the local regattas the GHYRA racers are also scored separately in order to determine the overall 
GHYRA winner. In addition to being declared the GHYRA winner, members also are eligible to 
win additional prizes at each regatta.  Membership in GHYRA is very reasonable at just $30/year.  
A valid PHRF certificate is required in order to participate in GHYRA.  Please contact GHYRA rep, 
Ken IôAnson (kenianson@cogeco.ca) if you are interested. 
PHRF Certificates 
One way that you can participate in sailboat 
racing aside from the actual races is by getting 
your boat measured and getting a valid PHRF 
certificate.  This certificate allows the regional 
racing associations to track boat performance 
over the season and adjust handicaps where 
needed.  In order to take part in other regattas 
you will usually require a valid PHRF certificate.  
Please contact me (FPYC.Racing@gmail.com) 
if youôd like to get a certificate.  If enough inter-
est warrants, we will try to host a ñPHRF Meas-
urement Dayò in early May where all interested 
skippers can have their boats measured.
