around Toronto for a week. What an unbelievable adventure and history lesson about the 1000 Is-
lands. Believe it or not it is about the same distance to go from Fifty Point to Wilson (36 miles) and
then to Brighton (67miles ) versus Fifty Point to Cobourg (78miles ) and Brighton (24 miles). This is
good for both sailors and power boaters alike as it breaks the trip up a bit and a little shorter time at

Over the past month we have also seen a few tragedies in the marina. A fire on a boat on H dock
caused one boat to sink and serious damage to another. Fortunately, no one was on board either
boat so there were no injuries. Ministry of the Environment has been overseeing the cleanup of oil
and gasoline. We were not so fortunate with two separate incidents where passengers went into the
water as the boats were being docked. In one case, the person experienced a broken shoulder as
she was being helped out of the water. Your executive has been discussing ladder egress with ma-
rina staff. Itis hoped that additional safety precautions are forthcoming.

We are also urging members to lend a helping hand to boats when they are coming in. Itis always
nice to see a face on the dock. Also, Skippers remember to take it easy and if necessary abort and
try again. Good advice we were given when docking was to only go as fast as the speed you want
to hit the dock, or if you are going to collide with another boat, slow is best.
