Service & Operations to discuss security issues at the marina. While the marina and the park are

essentially very safe places to be there had been a number of incidents this year and people were

concerned.

| was asked to attend to represent the board of directors at FPYC.

The salient points from the meeting are as follows:

*  Since 1987 there has been a security guard on duty during the night all year. This has now been
supplemented with a part-time guard earlier in the evening.

*  The compounds are protected by beams which, when crossed, send an alarm to a monitoring
company who then notify the local security guards.

* HCA requests that ALL INCIDENTS, no matter how small, be reported to the office.

*  Bruce MacKenzie reported that the park is busier than ever but security problems have not in-
creased.

*  Since 2006 additional fences have been erected where none had existed before.

*  The west pedestrian gate is locked and requires a code to access, however, there are many ille-
gal entrance points all around the park where people can get in.

* Rob Howe reported, AWe have a very safe mar.i
provement. o0

When all of our boats are in the water and the sun is shining and =
we are heading out for a day trip or a week of cruising it is hard
to imagine there is much more to Fifty Point than the marina.
But a walk through the east end of the park in early November
will provide the opportunity, if you are very lucky, to catch sight
of migrating birds such as this Northern Saw-Whet owl. We
usually think of owls as large birds but this one is only about
seven or eight inches high and can be easily overlooked in the
trees. We were fortunate to have a regular bird watcher, or birder as they refer to themselves, point
out his specimen. He was tolerant of my snapping his pic-
ture although the backlight and dark brush makes him al-
most invisible.
The Northern Saw-Whet is carnivorous and will actually
cache food if the hunting is good. When they need a meal
and the voles and mice are not plentiful they will go back
to the crook of a tree where they stored the groceries and
sit on the kill to thaw it before enjoying a meal.
The fall flora at the park is also beautiful and | encourage
all of you to get out and enjoy the most beautiful of sea-
