Tax Savings Strategies: Medical Expenses
Last month we discussed how to take advantage of non-refundable tax credits (NRTC) using charitable do-
nations. This month we will look at another non refundable tax credit; medical expenses, and see how to
use this to our best advantage.
The Canada Revenue Agency, CRA, allows us some relief for medical expenses, covering such a broad
array of items that the | ist of nall owabl e med
www.cra-arc.gc.cal/tx/). Expenses for the taxpayer, his or her spouse and dependent children, can all be
grouped together for a claim but there are a few things to take note of. First is that the expenses must be
for a twelve month period ending in the year that the claim is being made, and secondly they must exceed
3% of the taxpayerodés net income to a maxi mum of
receipts, although if your return is filed electronically they do not have to be filed but should be maintained
for review by CRA if required.
The key point of this discussion is to emphasize the first point; that is the expenses must cover a twelve
month period ending in the year of claim. Often taxpayers accumulate their medical expenses for the calen-
dar year and if the claim isnbét enough to get a
at some point in the future there may be a large expense, that together with the expenses that were incurred
during the prior twelve months, may allow for a NRTC.
In addition, taxpayers often look to get a refund each year without some proper planning about the future.
For example if your child wears braces, most orthodontists will allow you to pay for the braces on a monthly
plan. However by paying the total all at once and getting a receipt, and added with the other medical ex-
penses incurred during that twelve month period you may have enough to make a medical claim.
Also, a decision should be made as to who makes the claim since the amount of the deduction is based on
net income. Often it is to a couplebdbs advantage
refundable tax credit does not reduce the level of taxable income. One last consideration is that as this re-
duces taxes payable, it may be prudent to have the claim made by the spouse who may owe in excess of
$3,000 on filing of the return, as reducing the taxes to be paid below this amount will eliminate the need for
guarterly instalments the following tax year.
