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Tax Saving Strategies. Charitable Donations

Many individuals use tax deductions as a means of reducing taxable income. This encompasses
things like making RRSP contributions, paying child care expenses, incurring carrying charges, etc.

Certain other expenditures donot reduce taxabl e
refundable tax credit (NRTC). Non-refundable tax credits will refund taxes paid; however, should
the total of NRTCs exceed what is required t¢ b
tional benefit from the NRTC. Below we will discuss one of these tax credits and how to use it to
best tax-saving advantage.

Charitable donations. Many taxpayers believe in being charitable, and CRA rewards us for this
generosity. There are requirements though. The donation must be made to a registered charity,
and you must get an official numbered receiptl s

CRA then provides tax credits based on the total amount of the donations, making the tax credits

more attractive for donations above $200. Without getting into all the detalils, it is fair to say that if

you are inclined to make charitable donations each year, but the total of the donations is less than
$200, you would be wise to hold the receipts over until a future year where these donations could

generate a NRTC of almost double what you would receive on that $200 annually. Why?

The Federal NRTC on the first $200 of donations (spouses can combine their donations) is 15%,
whereas the credit on any amount above this is 29%. So it pays to hold the receipts and get the
higher tax credits. Charitable donations can be carried forward up to 5 years. There are limitations
on how much can be claimed annually based on the type of donation and the income of the donor.
