Spring launch is just around the corner and I know a number of you are itching to get started 
in the 2011 sailboat racing season (I know I am).  The FPYC racing program has been known

The commitment is only a couple hours each week (Wednesday evening from 6:00-8:00) and we 
will provide gas money for your boat.  Itôs a great way to help out the club and have some fun in the mean-
time.

2) Increased Club Interaction: The second thing that is evident from the survey is that we need to increase
