Racing is one form of boating that you can ease into gradu-
ally by crewing on a boat. | was there a long time ago. The

| wanted to try it. | started crewing for a skipper on a Tanzer
26. We had lots of fun and gradually got the hang of it.
Well, what's my point? Just this. Come out and crew on a
boat. We race every Wednesday evening and everyone who
comes out gets on a boat. Come to the D Dock shelter be-
fore 6 P.M. Bring non marking shoes, hat, lifejacket, sun-
glasses and maybe a camera.

Once you are on the boat don't be afraid to ask the skipper
for the basics.
