Initiation of the FPYC Officer of the Day Program 
The Officer of the Day Program, hereafter referred to as the OOD, is being initiated for the ‘08 season in direct response to membership feedback.  Many of our members are concerned that our Club does not always offer the same warm and hospitable welcome to reciprocal Club visitors that we so frequently receive abroad.  Therefore we have established, in conjunction with the Marina Staff, the volunteer position of the FPYC OOD. It is envisioned that this joint venture of cooperation between the Marina staff and the Club will enhance our image as a reciprocating Club and promote Fifty Point as a superior destination on the Lake.
The following guidelines will apply to the OOD position which will be for weekends only:   
a. This volunteer position will be staffed by a Club member on a daily basis who will be “on-duty” for Friday evening from 4pm to 8pm and Saturday from 10am to 8pm. We will also attempt to have an OOD available for the Sunday (10am to 8pm) of a long weekend. No OOD will be expected to be on duty for an entire weekend; the duty periods can be broken-up to best fit member’s plans.
b. The OOD must be familiar with our Club’s reciprocal policy.
c. There will be no special dock assigned, the OOD will be provided with a handheld VHF radio, if required.  When a visiting boat, from a Club that has reciprocal privileges with FPYC, arrives, the OOD will be notified by the marina staff. If the visitors want assistance with docking, the OOD will provide same. If assistance with docking is not requested, then the OOD shall wait until the boat is docked and then visit the boat to welcome the visitors on behalf of our Club.
d. The OOD will refrain from drinking while on duty and shall be expected to conduct him/herself as “ambassadors” of our Club. If for any reason the OOD has to be away from the marina during the duty period, he/she shall arrange for a spouse/partner or another Club member to cover for him/her during the absence. 
e. The OOD will be provided with a Duty Book that outlines our Club Reciprocal Policy, the Terms of Reference for OOD, and some other information that may be useful for visitors. The Duty Book will be left in the office at the fuel dock or can be passed from one OOD to the next. 
f. The Vice Commodore, whose responsibility it is to oversee the reciprocal program, will establish the OOD volunteer duty roster and will coordinate between the Club and the Marina Staff on this matter. 
g. It is planned to start the OOD duty at the Marina on the weekend of June 6th 2008.  To volunteer for assignment as the OOD, club members should contact the Vice Commodore.
h. More information on the OOD program will be forthcoming in the Scuttlebutt and posted on the Club website, www.fpyc.ca.
The initiation of a FPYC OOD, acting as an ambassador for the Club in co-operation with the Marina Staff, is intended to enhance our image as a Reciprocating Club.  Staffed by enthusiastic Club volunteers, our OOD offers great potential to achieve this objective.   The guidelines provided herein will serve as a useful starting point:  suggestions for improvement are most welcome. The success of the program will be evaluated by the FPYC Executive at the end of the season at discussed with the membership at the next AGM in November.
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
