There’s a popular saying in the search and rescue community: “Every
successful rescue has a thousand fingerprints on it.” It's a short way of saying
it takes a large, complex, multi-talented team behind the scenes of every
mission to make it successful. So, it's not surprising to learn that not all of the
action for the volunteers of South Shore Search And Rescue happens out on
the water. Sometimes what goes on ashore is every bit as important as our
adventures on Lake Ontario.

Long-time members are quick to acknowledge that it takes a lot of work on
land to support their efforts on the water. In the same way that the Coxswains ="
(captains) need to manage complex training and rescue missions aboard their stalwart rescue vessel GAMRU 240
leadership ashore plays a key role in training members, equipping them with the gear and equipment they need, keeping
the vessel rescue-ready, handling the finances, maintaining relationships with the communities and, crucially, raising
funds.

In March of 2026, the organization will welcome new members to the Board of Directors. The search is on for people
with those skills. Hopefully, some will come from outside of the organization’s membership: as an Ontario Not-for-Profit
Corporation, board members can come from outside the unit. Board terms are for two years. Volunteer board members
with specialized skills can contribute to positions like treasurer, secretary and fundraising without having served as crew
on the water. While experience with boating is helpful, you don’t have to be a boater to be a good manager.

Or, as we’re fond of saying, “Heroes on the water need Heroes ashore!”

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Mini Beef Wellingtons

Ingredients
e 6-8 oz beef tenderloin fillet
e 3 tbsp butter
e 2 shallots, minced
e 8 0z crimini mushrooms (or button mushrooms)
o 1 tsp fresh thyme (plus extra for garnish)
e 1/2 tbsp fresh parsley, minced
e 1/4 cup Cabernet Sauvignon or Sherry wine
e 1 pastry dough sheet (puff pastry or phyllo)
e 2 slices prosciutto
e 1 tbsp Dijon mustard
e 2 tbsp Gorgonzola cheese (crumbled)
e 2 tbsp heavy cream
e 1 tbsp water (for egg wash)
e 1 egg (for egg wash)
e Salt & pepper to taste

Directions

Prepare the Mushroom Duxelles:

- Pulse mushrooms in a food processor.

- Cook minced shallots in butter until soft, then add the mushrooms and fresh thyme. Cook until the liquid
evaporates. Deglaze with wine and simmer until dry. Add parsley and season with salt & pepper. Let cool.

Sear the Beef:
- Sear the beef fillet in oil on all sides, then slice into 12 even pieces. Season with salt & pepper.

Assemble the Wellingtons:

- Roll out the pastry dough and cut into 12 squares.

- Layer each square with prosciutto, mushroom duxelles, and a piece of beef. Brush with Dijon mustard.
- Roll up the pastry around the beef, sealing the edges.

Bake the Wellingtons:
- Brush each Wellington with egg wash and make small slits on top.
- Chill for 10 minutes, then bake at 375°F for 12 minutes or until golden brown.

Make Gorgonzola Cream Sauce:
- Blend Gorgonzola cheese, heavy cream, and water until smooth.

Serve:
- Top each Wellington with a dollop of Gorgonzola sauce and garnish with fresh thyme sprigs.
